Yardages to center of greens are marked on
sprinkler heads.
Out of Bounds: white stakes or fencing
bordering course on holes #9,#10, #11,#12,#15,
#16,#17,#18. Rule 27.

Lateral Hazards: red stakes or line on holes #3, #4,
#5,#6,#7,#8. Rules 26-1a, b, c.

Water Hazards: yellow stakes or line on holes #1,
#3,#4,#5,#7,#10.Rules 26-1a,B.

Embedded ball rules “through the green”in
effect. Appendix 1.

Local Rule: Fescue Grass: All fescue grass will be
played as lateral hazards. Please refer to Rule 26.
ETIQUETTE

Replace divots, fix all ball marks on greens, rake
footprints in bunkers smooth after shot.

Golf carts must not be driven closer than 30'to
any green, tee or hazard.

Slow groups must allow faster groups to play
through.
